Three Ways is still experiencing flooding.  It was noted that historically farmer had cleared this  Recently one side was cleared and is running free.  A concrete block is blocking the other side.  RESOLVED Cllr Dutton and the owner of Pinfold Farm  to look into this during the summer and remove if practicable .

The manhole covers on the highway adjacent to Pinfold Farm has now  been cleared and jetted.
